Hymn History — Charlotte Elliott of Brighton, England is said to have sung like few others that also
had such sickness and sorrow. Charlotte had lifelong ill health along with a strong intellect. Her
bitterness was overcome with the help of the Swiss minister Dr. Cesar Malan, who told her that her
sour and resentful attitude could be cured with the faith She was trying to despise. Charlotte said, “I
will come to God just as | am, is that right?” She came to love John 6:37: “...he who comes to me | will
by no means cast out.” In 1836 Charlotte penned a leaflet that said: “Sold for the Benefit of St.
Margaret’s Hall, Brighton: Him That Cometh to Me | Will in No Wise Cast Out.” Underneath was the
poem with the lyrics to our Hymn of the Day Just As | Am, without One Plea. Although in pain,
Charlotte lived to be 82 and wrote more than 150 hymns.
